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Abstract

This lecture considers a problem with Oakeshott’'s theory of civil association, namely, its
impotence to support the robust form of education that is one of the underlying postulates of
the theory. This reflects the significant disconnect between Oakeshott’s political philosophy in
On Human Conduct and his philosophy of education. Yet it is necessary not to exaggerate
the extent to which it is realistic or necessary or appropriate for state intervention to
redistribute resources to provide the education necessary to cultivate human individuality.
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Resumo

A palestra considera um problema da teoria da associacao civil de Oakeshott, a saber, sua
impoténcia em sustentar a forma robusta de educagéo que é um dos postulados subjacentes
a teoria. Isso reflete a desconexao significativa entre a filosofia politica de Oakeshott em A
Conduta Humana (On Human Conduct) e sua filosofia da educagdo. No entanto, é
necessario ndo exagerar até que ponto é realista, necessario ou apropriado que a
intervencdo do Estado redistribua recursos para fornecer a educagdo necessaria para
cultivar a individualidade humana.
